The valid rules are the ICCF playing rules for server tournaments.


The calculation used for this tournament is the team points (2 points 
for the a won team match, 1 point for a draw), in case of tie break the 
total points achieved on all boards will decide, then the best results 
on top boards.

All participants must be members of ICCF federations with possibility to 
organise international teams (it is not necessary that all members of a 
team come from the same country).

The final decision about the acception of teams which will take part in 
the tournament is to Rochade 5171 itself. In case that one team is not 
retained (e.g. too low ELO average rating of a team) the entry fees will 
be transferred back.
